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Abstract: Although the fiscal year 2020 has just started, the big news in this year is the infection of the
novel coronavirus (COVID-19), which is raging around the world. After this February, when the infection be-
gan to spread in Japan, the scheduled national conferences, symposiums, and research meetings of academic
societies (hereinafter referred to as “events”) were cancelled from the viewpoint of infection prevention. In
the Information Processing Society of Japan (IPSJ), several events, including the 82nd National Convention
of IPSJ, were held entirely online. In order to prevent the infection of COVID-19, it is expected that some
events that should be held onsite in a normal situation will be held online. In this session, we will invite
panelists who have been in charge of organizing four events that have already been held online to discuss
points to consider and issues for organizing online events.
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
