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A Consideration on The Structure of Corresponding An Application Model

Software is considered to have the two aspects, its application purpose in the application
domain, and the implementatioq method in the program domain. For the purpose of effective
reuse of software, these two aspects are decomposed by the models of the application and the
implementation. These models are described by utilizing vocabulary and patterns of
expression in each domain. The mapping in between these models is defined by introducing
the new concept of the role paths which may identify the correspondences among patterns of

expressions. An example is shown for the demonstration of this approach.
