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Abstract

We have examined the problems associated with the way in which machine-readable dictionary headings
are selected. There are already products developed by two companies available as machine-readable
dictionaries. Using the double-character and treble-character word sequences and the katakana words
exiracted by machine from the Nikkei Corpus we have investigated to what extent their frequency is
covered. We have also studied the problems of accidence in terms of the away in which these tweo

companies allocate parts of speech as well as problems such as yomigana (pronunciation-indicating kana) .
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
