Abstract. In this paper we extract from classical Japanese poems WAKA )detabase the
poems containing word repetition and attempt to analyze them .From Manyo-Shu and the
21 imperial anthologies, only 48 poems have repetition of a string of length at most five .
We observe that (1) repetition of string of length seven which is typical in Manyo-Shu
cannot be found in the imperial anthologies , (2) repetition of string of length at most five
are hardly seen in the imperial anthologies after Shin-Kokin-Shu and the only exception is

Gyokuyo-Shu.
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
