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What is The ”"Information Morality” in Basic Education?
The Ethical / Moral Problems Reconsidered.

The "information ethics” has gathered many examinations and discussions since about ten
years ago. In the name, we have taught network users how they should do on the net. 1
examined the situation and pointed out that the phrase "information ethics” merely assumed
to be it is necessary to maintain the general and daily act standard also on the net”. I also
examined the concept of "goodness” on the net, and presented some ethics propositions. I
pointed out we had to begin from the observation of people's behavior on the net to make the
?information ethics” stands itself — not be another name of the daily act standard.

Now, I heard that in the name of the ”information morality”, that resemble to the ”infor-
mation ethics”, they are trying to guide network users including juvenile to the right path. I
examine the ”information morality” from three directions; (a) the original concept of "moral”,
(b) the Japanese concept or assumption of "moral”, and (c) what the ”information morality”
presents. In conclusion, I would present that the concrete goal of "information morality” (1)
is not exist, (2) is impossible if exist, or (3) is not preferable if possible.

Then, I point out that what should be corrected to achieve "information morality” is not
the side to be educated but the side to educate.
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
