Overview of the Dialogue System Live Competition and the Dialogue
Robot Competition

Abstract: In this talk, the overview of the dialogue system live competition and the dialogue robot com-
petition is described. The dialogue system live competition is an event that aims to share the achievements
and problems of current dialogue systems with the dialogue systems community; all participants in the event
watch and evaluate actual dialogue systems in action. There are two tracks in the competition: the open
track in which the participants compete for the ability to interact with users in the open domain and the
situation track in which the participants compete for the ability to interact in a human-like manner in a
specific situation. The dialogue robot competition focuses on the interactive communication of humanoid
robots. Humanoid robots have the possibility to communicate with users naturally through their human-like
appearance, facial expressions, gestures, and real-world presence. However, the software tends to be com-
plex, and the technology is still in its infancy. The dialogue robot competition provides an opportunity to
expand the possibilities of interactive humanoid robots. The participants work on the “travel destination
recommendation task”. Last year, the preliminary round was held at a shopping mall involving real users,
and, in the final round, the systems were evaluated by judges including an expert in travel agency services.
In this talk, the details and findings of these two competitions are described.
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
