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Database service industry has been expected to become a major part of the
information industry. In fact, the number of the organizations which has enterted
into this field has been increased sharply in the 1980s. Also, the number of
accessible commercial database was almost 2000 in 1988, and this has increased by
more than 4 times in the past six years. Fact database including such as
statistical data and full text has exceeded the reference database in these period.
There are fairly great difference between Japan and the U.S. in the number of
enterprises operating database services, number of passwords and the amount of sales.
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
