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A Group Discussion Mechanism Suitable

for a Distance Learning System

With the development of recent computer systems and the spread of
computer networks such as the Internet, people are taking advantage of
computers and computer networks in distance learning. In distance learning,
participants do not have to gather in one classroom. However, communication
among students in distance learning is more difficult to take than in
conventional lectures. In actual education, students stimulate each other. We
have designed a group discussion mechanism to support communications
among students. The difference between this mechanism and conventional
CHAT is the teacher has rights to control and observe discussions among
students.
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
