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ABSTRACT: With the growing amount of textual information available in electronic form,
information access technologies have become extremely important. This paper proposes an
approach to interactive text mining that facilitates exploration through a large corpus of
texts. The proposed system automatically generates an association thesaurus from a corpus,
and enables users to navigate through this corpus-dependent thesaurus. Its novel functions,
including the clustering of related terms, the generation of an overview of the thesaurus,
and the zooming-in from the overview to the details of a specific part, allow users to get
information efficiently even when their information needs are vague or they seek
information in unfamiliar domains. The effectiveness of the system has been demonstrated
through prototyping and an experiment with a newspaper article corpus.
