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Recently, we have proposed and realized a computing enviroment called the “Invisible Person” enviroment
in order to realize the communication among persons separated by a long distance with a high level of
reality, using both of mobile computing technologies and virtual reality technologies[9]. In our previous
prototype system[5], although it is possible for users to imaginarily visit a distant place by visiting the
virtual space which models the place, people who are really in the place cannot communicate with these
users. In this paper, we show our design of a facility implemented for users in the real space to see and
to communicate with users in the virtual space. By using this facility, users in real space feel as if users
in virtual space exist around of them. '
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
