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Estimation of User Activity Model Based on Self-information

There are a lot opportunities to require detailed personal information in our daily life. In the
ubiquitous computing environment that makes data acquisition of personal activity information
easy, implementation of context-aware services is expected to aid personal activities based on the
estimation of situational and contextual status. Estimation of user’s context is not easy only from
sensor data. In this paper, authors propose a concept of “self-information”, personal activity
information managed and maintained by users themselves, and to apply “self-information” to
advanced context-aware services. To test this concept with real data, the authors develop a
platform to let users manage their own activity information naturally, and based on the
accumulated data of subjects, develop and validate a user-activity estimation model with Bayesian

Network.
