Natural language processing systems consist of sets of huge numbers of heuristics rules, which are not
always true. It is difficult to develop or customize the systems, where control flows among rules are
explicitly declared, bacause developers must grasp the whole flow of systems. In addion, users must
costomize systems for every environments where they are used. It is nessesary to integrate general
rules and environment-specific rules effectively from a global view in each environment. In this paper,
we propose a mechanism to costomize systems for a given environment by using casebase.
