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In this paper, a method to apply the valency structure of Japanese
predicates to Japanese sentences analysis is presented. [n the dictionary,
each of the valency structures is formulated as a sturucture pattern named
"Valency-pattern”. . This structural pattern is applied to the analysis of
unit-sentences, suppliment of zero-pronoun case-elements, analysis of
embedded noun-phrases, analysis of complex words. These analysis processes are
discussed. Taking this structure to be basis of the Japanese sentences
analyzing process allows the uniform treatment of such language phenomena. The
problems in applying this method to Japanese-to-English machine-translation are

also discussed.
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
