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Abstract

In language learning, it’s would be ideal if a various, timely topics are provided concerning individual
sutudents needs and abilities. Example sentences at every level with interesting themes would help
students learn appropriate English and also relieve teachers of the need to prepare special material.
Therefore, we would like to present an automatic generation system of teaching material based on
the internet resources. The system consists of two concepts. One is tagging difficulty of vocabulary,
and the other, grammar. By tagging difficulty, the appropriate generation of sample sentences can be
realized. Our aim is (1) extracting sentences including the known and the knowing target grammer
items for learners at every level (2) extracting sentences including only the known target grammer
items for learners, which might help students’ vocabulary acquisition.
