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Emic Conservation of the Object Identity

A new concept of "emic conservation of the object identity" is proposed. In case that the educational
coneepts, e.g., chemical symbols are realized by software objects, those instances are different from
each other. As a result, identical nature of the symbols will be lost. However , if the objects are loosely
grouped by any method, the identity of these is conserved. This situation is observed in the phonemic
treatment of human voice in contrast to the phonetic treatment. This concepts, "emic conservation"
seemns useful to the educational contents development system.
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
