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The purpose of this research is to compare the scientific attitudes among tenth-grade students in Japan,
Germany and Philippines using a survey questionnaire which was made based on the model of scientific
attitudes we developed. The results indicate that Germany tenth-grade students have the highest level of
scientific attitudes, followed by Filipino and Japanese students. This finding is different from the PISA
data on scientific literacy. Further, the results showed that female students have developed higher level of
scientific attitudes than male students. Also it was found out that there exists a negative correlation

between positive and negative attitudes toward science among the students.
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
