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In order to develop a framework for integrated analysis of multimodal input, we collected
dialogue datain a multimodal interpreting dialogue environment in which speech and gesture are
accepted as input, and analyzed characteristics of gesture input, semantics and the timing relation
between speech and gesture.

As a result, we obtained basic knowledge concerning kinds of gestures, information which
gestures carry, elements in speech about which gestures give information, mechanisms of
integrating the meaning of both speech and gesture, and the timing relation between speech and
gesture. These results represent a guide toward integrated analysis of speech and gesture.
