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Verification of effectiveness of motion over
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In this paper, we verify whether motion over wrapping (MO) is effective in a virtual space named
Second Life. MO is a recently proposed method that expresses an internal state of a robot of
interest by overlapping a human’s motion with a motion of the robot. In our study, an experiment
is conducted with a situation where a non player character (NPC) of interest is in trouble waiting
for some one to open a door. In this experiment, whether or not subject players will open the
door for the NPC is investigated. Three methods for expressing NPC internal states, namely, MO,
pop-up icon, and sound, are compared, and the effectiveness of MO is confirmed.
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
