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TFP is a toy system which enables us to enjoy musical expression with simple fingers move-
ment. We started its utilization in high school music education. This paper describes consider-
ation of introduction of interactive music system to the public music education and some im-
provement of TFP as the feedback of utilization. The main improvements are supporting the
function which transforms the TFP data from the SMF data based on human foot tapping, and
the function of double-tempo tapping at the any time in the interactive play mode. As for evalu-
ation through the usage of high school music education, the students positively played in their
rest time. It is an expected behavior, from the view of aim in the education of art.
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
