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Musical play production is basically a cooperative work with many types of professionals. This coopera-
tive work is very hard because they communicate with each other only by paper documents while they talk
about dance and music.

Today, computer becomes to handle all part of information such as dance, music score, music itself and
text concerning about musical play production and there is a possibility to build a system which support

it. This paper describe a design of a musical play production support system based on multimedia database
and we show its prototype system.
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
